John Lewis Mayshack was born on May 23, 1941 in
Hughes Springs, TX to John D. Holloman Mayshack
and Ida Mae Holloman Mayshack. At an early age, he
accepted Christ as his personal savior and was
baptized at the Love Chapel Baptist Church in Hughes
Springs, TX.

His educational experiences included graduating with
honors from Traylor High School in Hughes Springs,
TX. Collegiate educational experiences included
graduating with honors from Bishop College in Dallas,
TX with a Bachelor of Arts degree and graduating as a
Rockefeller honor student from The Andover Newton
Theological Seminary with a Master of Divinity.
